Heritage puts all together, rolls to state title

Shane Ramsey sounded a bit cliché-ish when he summed up his 2019 Heritage High baseball team.

“It was great,'Ramsey said. "It was hard for me to wrap my head around the season. We had a special group
with the chemistry and the way we played for each other. They truly loved each other and they loved me.
The name across their jerseys meant something.”

The Patriots finished 31-8 and captured the Georgia High School Association’s Class 6A state title, their first
in school history. The Conyers school had made three trips to the state championship series but had never
won a championship - until last May.

Behind a lethal pitching rotation that consisted of starters Griffin Holcombe, Nick Watson-Garcia and Nick
Woodward, opponents didn't score much. Heritage pitchers never allowed more than seven runs in a
game the entire season and only five times did an opponent score more than five runs in a game. And the
Patriots had 11 shutout victories.

If opponents didn't get to Heritage’s starting pitchers, they had an even harder time with junior closer
Darryl Buggs, who provided short and long relief stints on the mound.

But the foundation of this team was formed many years ago.

“We all grew up together," Holcombe said. “We've all been close for a while. It
wasn't like we just came together. We went fishing and hung out with each
other, doing stuff together even when we weren't playing baseball."

After the Patriots lost in the second round in the 2018 Class 6A state playoffs
after winning the Region 3-6A title, Heritage players knew they had a strong
team returning in 2019 and challenging for the region title again wasn't out of
the question. The Patriots opened region play with eight straight wins before
dropping a game against Grovetown in late March.

“After that hiccup against Grovetown, we reigned them back in," Ramsey said.
“And they responded.”

Loganville wins third straight

When you mention great high school baseball programs in the Georgia High
School Association, the Loganville Red Devils will be at the top of the list.

And their resume is hard to ignore.

In the past 12 years, the school has captured five state titles and in 2019,
Loganville became the first team since Columbus High (2010-12) to capture
three straight titles. They finished with a 34-6 record and swept all five rounds
of the postseason.

It was a strong season for a team that had lost the bulk of its pitching staff
from 2018. But Jacob Boyd said he thought the Red Devils had a chance to be
pretty good.

But part of the team’s dominant run was because of a bunch of hungry players
who had waited patiently for their turn to shine. And when the spotlight came
on, they didn't disappoint.

“We wanted out shot,” pitcher Connor Bruce said. “We had witnessed the guys
before us win titles, and we wanted to get one too.

The Red Devils had two strong starting pitchers in Bruce and Caleb Garner. Head
coach Jeff Segars said his offense could hit and returned perhaps the fastest
team he'd had in several seasons.

After opening the season with a loss to Winder-Barrow, the Red Devils strolled
into the Georgia Peach Invitational in early March and knocked off nationally-
ranked Blessed Trinity. They took that momentum to the Perfect Game

Northside-Columbus gets hot, wins first state baseball title

They had just suffered a pair of stinging losses to region rivals Hardaway and Columbus High. Spring
break was coming and Northside-Columbus coach Dee Miller knew his team needed to play better.

“We made some adjustments in our practices, Miller said. “It's hard to put a finger on it, but our practice
approach changed. Little things like playing the ball off our bats during batting practice. The guys
understood we hadn't been playing our best and we needed to have a little more success in what we
were doing.’

It worked.

The Patriots won nine of their final 10 regular-season games, then caught fire in the postseason and
rolled to the school’s first state baseball championship. Northside's early struggles cost them the region
title, and they finished third in Region 1-4A and played just one postseason series at home. But none of
that mattered when they hoisted the state championship trophy at Rome’s State Mutual Stadium last
May. They finished the season with a 32-8 record.

Much of the team’s success came from a solid 1-2 pitching punch of Colton Joyner and ConnerS|zemore
And Hunter Poe was strong as a reliever.

The team’s defense was also solid, but the offense was inconsistent early in
the season.

"

“At the beginning of the year, we had some guys who were hot (offensively),
Outfielder Mack Williams said. “Then in the middle of the year, we had some other
guys get hot. But after spring break, everybody got hot and we started playing our
best baseball at the right time."

Northside rode its late-season, positive momentum to the state championship
series. They swept Eastside and Perry before sweeping perennial power Cartersville
in the quarterfinals.

“After we swept Cartersville, that gave us a lot of confidence,” Williams said. “We felt

“One thing Coach Miller told us was that the offense didn't always travel, but
the pitching had to travel," Joyner said. “For Will Graydon, who hadn’t thrown
much to be ready like that, it was something. He showed a lot of heart."

Northside faced first-year program and Cinderella story Denmark in the
final round and former coach David Smart, who had coached at Northside
from 2009-2015. Miller was his assistant coach. Denmark had entered the
postseason with a losing record as the fourth seed from Region 7. The Danes
had eliminated national-ranked Blessed Trinity in the semifinals.

But the Patriots’ showed no signs of stopping, sweeping the Danes for the
championship.

“The chemistry was unlike anything I'd ever experienced as a coach,’
Miller said. “It kind of reminded me of the 2002 Columbus State national
championship baseball team | played on.

stumbling in the quarterfinals of the GHSA Class 3A playoffs. Pike had lost nine
seniors to graduation from that team, but they returned a promising pitching
rotation of Coleman Crow, Noah Windhorst and Dylan Garner. That rotation,
they believed, was good enough to keep them in the chase.

Resilient Gordon Lee wins another state title

Gordon Lee pitcher Jake Wright had the perfect description for his high school baseball coach Mike Dunfee.

“He's one of the most inspirational guys | know of"Wright said. “Whatever he says usually gets
us fired up!’

In 2018 when the Trojans won their first state title since 1984, Dunfee used the term ‘ding-
ding, referencing the sound the bell makes signaling the beginning and ending of a boxing
match. He compared the baseball season to two boxers battling each other in a prized fight.
His players knew when he used that motto, it was time to go.

In 2019, Dunfee needed something different to motivate. Late in the regular season, he used
the phrase, “No flinch."

He Photo by Nan Dyer
said we had this. We ended up winning 7-6 in extra innings.

“Those guys on the team never flinched, they just kept playing the game”

Dunfee said before he knew it, T-shirts were printed with “No flinch” and the phrase became
arallying cry.

After losing a wealth of offense, the Trojans entered the 2019 season with some holes, but
they knew a strong 1-2 pitching punch of Wright and Jake Poindexter returned. They also
had Logan Streetman, Brody Cobb and Hunter Hodson, a trio who were strong in relief. Cade
Peterson and Tanner Wilson also were strong on the mound.

But there were some concerns on offense.

“We knew pitching was always going to be there," infielder JD Day said. “At the beginning of
the year, pitching got us through, but eventually, the hitting came around and we took off. By
the playoffs, some guys were really stepping up.’

Dunfee praised Chris Potter and Day for providing a spark, then he said players like Peterson
who hit at the bottom of the lineup helped out. The Trojans finished with
a 32-5 mark.

“I was scared the guys were going to get complacent,” Dunfee said. “But
we set the tone early. We didn't talk about the 2018 team one time.
| did tell them my feelings after we won the state title. | told them | was
excited, ecstatic and then | was mad because it was over. | didn't want
them to think because we finally had won one in 2018, they could
get complacent”

Gordon Lee got better as the season continued.

After getting a first-round bye in the playoffs, they swept Jenkins County,
Seminole County and Bowdon before meeting Schley County, who denied
the Trojans the 2017 Class 1A Public title. Before Schley County defeated
Gordon Lee in Game 1 of the state championship series, the Trojans were
riding a 13-game winning streak and did not lose a game in April.

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Pursuit of perfection

Tattnall Square rolls to another title

The statement from assistant coach Kevin Brown is just as motivating today as it was some
11 years ago when Brown told former player and now assistant coach, Jordan Brooks.

“He said to expect perfection and accept only excellence,” Tattnall Square Academy head
baseball coach Joey Hiller said. “That goes to the absolute core of who we are at Tattnall.
When he said that, | was like, ‘ding-ding-ding: That is the foundation of this program. We
will continue to use that”

After winning the Class 1A Private state championship in 2018, the Trojans expected
perfection and rolled to another championship in 2019, the school’s 11th baseball
championship in their history. And with the exception of one extra-inning loss during
spring break to Calvary Christian of Columbus, Tattnall nearly rolled through the regular
season undefeated.

When the postseason came, they received a first-round bye. Then they swept Athens [ENEISRNE SRR G NI EICA P

and Hebron Christian in back-to-back rounds before sweeping Savannah Christian in the
championship series.

The Trojans finished the season 34-3 and made history. Under Hiller, no single Tattnall
Square class had played for four state baseball titles in a row - until last year.

“Every year at Tattnall, it's expected to win a state baseball title,” said Trey Ham, the team’s
catcher last season and one of the seniors who played for a state title every year of his
career. “A lot of it is because of the tradition under Coach Hiller. We worked nonstop to
make that happen!”

The Trojans won state titles in 2016, 2018 and 2019. They made the semifinals in 2015,
their first season of competing in the Georgia High School Association, then they finished
as state runner-up in 2017. Only Class 5A power Loganville can match Tattnall Square’s
success during the past five seasons.

“Every day, we tried to be the best version of ourselves, whether it was on the field or off
the field,” said pitcher Brooks Gorman, who according to MaxPreps was the winningest
high school pitcher in the nation last year with 15 victories.
